Once your have created the correct GitLab tokens to connect your repo to ignite, you can automatically upload APIs to the Holistic Catalog using
the Harvest functionality. The benefit of this process is to ensure all your APIs are properly cataloged in one place in a frictionless way for the API
developer. This process also supports the ongoing lifecycle of APIs that have been imported. For example, if an API has been harvested into
ignite and subsequently curated to add important metadata (like method descriptions) a new version can be pushed to the repo and the
metadata copied across as part of the upload process.
